What Will My Child Learn?
The Faith Lesson offered each month is organized into five flexible 
lessons. Your child’s teacher/child care provider can choose to 
cover one lesson per day or one per week. Each month’s lessons 
include a variety of child-friendly learning experiences:

Bible Verse: One age-appropriate Bible verse is introduced 
each month.This Bible verse is reviewed in each lesson in a 
different manner. Review helps the Bible verse to be instilled in 
the children’s hearts and minds.

Bible Storybook: A Bible storybook is referenced each month. 
Each suggested book supports the lesson. Books may retell the 
Bible story or offer a related story.

Enrichment Practice Pages: Includes an activity reinforcing 
skills through the Bible story, and a rebus story of the Bible 
lesson for the children to color and take home.

Prayer Time: Closing each day with prayer teaches the children 
the reasons and different ways we may talk to God.

Art Activities: These creative projects/props support the lesson 
concept, the Bible story, and the Bible verse.

Additional Activities: These include games, recipes, dramatic 
play, songs, and many more ways to build understanding of the 
Bible lesson and apply its principles to children’s lives.

Built-in family engagement will keep 
you involved in your child’s learning. We 
provide a Family Newsletter with songs and 
additional activities for you to do with your 
child at home to reinforce the Bible story.

Learning how to be a friend is an 
important life lesson for children, 
but it’s not always easy! This 
month’s Faith Lesson centers on 
David and Jonathan, who formed 
a true and lasting friendship that 
continues to serve as an example 
to us today. 
In this unlikely friendship, 
Jonathan, the son of a king, and 
David, a shepherd boy, become 
the best of friends. Jonathan was 
generous to his younger friend, 
and gave David some of his own 
clothing, his sword, and his bow 
as a sign of his regard. 
Despite many obstacles, the two 
remained friends for life. David 
continued to show concern for 
Jonathan’s family even after his 
friend died.
This month’s lessons for the 
children focus on building 
friendships, keeping our 
promises, and giving to others. 
In addition to helping children 
learn ways to be friends with 
each other, the lessons help the 
children discover that Jesus is a 

constant friend who always keeps 
his promises. Group discussions, 
games, art activities, song, 
prayers, and more help children 
apply the principles of friendship 
each day. 
You can support this learning at 
home by providing opportunities 
for your child to spend time with 
friends and letting your child see 
how much you value and care for 
the friends in your own life.

Cut and fold as shown. Attach the top of a craft stick between the folds as a handle. Glue together. Hold up the puppet to show Jonathan with his bow, sword, belt, and armored tunic. When indicated in the story, reverse the puppet to show that he has given his possessions to his friend David.
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Here are some fun activities you can 
do with your child to reinforce the 
lessons on friendship.
1.1. Create a friend collage or photo 

album. Include photos of family 
friends and your child’s friends 
from child care and from your 
neighborhood. Each time you 
look at the photos, say the Bible 
verse: “A friend loves at all times.”      
(Proverbs 17:17)

2.2. Set up a play date with a special 
friend. Plan a simple activity such 
as going to a park or playing a 
board game. Before the friend 
comes, spend some time talking 
about how to make the friend feel 
welcome.

3.3. Bake cookies or make another 
homemade treat with your child. 
Discuss giving some of the 
cookies as a gift to a friend or 
neighbor. Let your child help 
decide who will receive the 
cookies and go with you to deliver 
them. 

4.4. Help your child choose some 
toys in good condition to donate 
to a homeless shelter or another 
organization.
