Recipe Reminders

Rainbow Yogurt Bark
2cups plain yogurt OR Gresk yogurt
247, pure maple syrup
2cups chopped fit (fresh or frozen)

Line a baking
sheet with
parchment
paper. Invite
your child to help
stir the yogurt
and pure maple
syrup together in

least 5 hours.
