What will my child learn?

Learning experiences are organized around themes that are related to children’s
natural interests, shared traditions, and seasons. Planning begins by defining the
learning goals for each theme. This ensures that the offered learning experiences
are purposeful and grounded in outcomes. Learning experiences promote skills

development in the following areas:

Language/Literacy:

Children develop skills in both
listening and communicating and
build a foundation for later reading
and writing. Activities include songs,
rhymes, fingerplays, reading picture
books, and more.

Physical/Health:

Activities promote wellness and allow
children to grow in using both small
and large muscles. Vigorous outdoor
play, sensory play, yoga, and
mindfulness are explored.

Science/Math/
Creative Arts:

Children are encouraged to enjoy
and explore a variety of art materials,
investigate their world, and begin to
engage in symbolic thinking.
Activities include pretend play,
investigations, discovering shapes,
patterns, and colors, and more.
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Social/Emotional:

Experiences are planned to help
children develop relationships with
adults and other children, learn more
about themselves, recognize and
express feelings, and begin to
demonstrate self-regulation.

Social Studies:

Predictable routines and
age-appropriate rules bring order to
children’s lives. Children will learn
about their families, their childcare
setting, and the local culture and
community.
