Maple Cinnamon Squash
buttemut OR acom squash
pure maple syrup
cinnamon
salt

Pro-heat your ovento
400°F. Line @ baking

sheet pan with tinfoil.

Bring out the squash.

Cutin half lengthwise

and point out the seeds. Invite your
child totouch the squash and the
seeds. Remove the seeds.

Slice the squash into slices and have
your child help place them onto the
sheet pan. Pour some maple syrup.

into a bow, offer your child a pastry
brush and encourage them to brush
both sides of the squash slices with
syrup. Sprinkle with cinnamon, and then
roast in the oven for opproximately 20
‘minutes or untilfork tender, ipping
slicos over half ways through. Allow to
cool slightly before enjoying as a snack
or side dish to a medl.
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
